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Forest Service Roads Invasive Plant Survey 
The Sea to Sky invasive Species Committee (SSISC) has conducted inventories along various Forest Service 
Roads (FSR’s) in the Squamish area during January and early February 2010 to determine the location and 
the extent of invasive plants growing mainly along ditch lines and landings. See Figs. 1 & 2.  

The inventory of invasive plant species was undertaken in early January to early March 2010, so limited to 
winter-identifiable species only. Other invasive species may be present.  Our investigation was also limited by 
the snow line. 
  

The FSR’s that were visited are: 

(1) Britannia Beach and Furry Creek 
(2) Mamquam (also known as Stawamus) and Indian Arm 
(3) Squamish Valley, Ash Lu Valley and Elaho Valley 
(4) Ring Creek (also known as Garibaldi Park Road and Mamquam FSR) 
(5) Brohm Ridge: Cheekeye (also known as Cat Lake Road) 
(6) Culliton, Conroy and Swift Creek 

 
For completeness, those sites along the same FSR’s that were inventoried by other persons in summer 2006 
but not re-visited by the SSISC crew have been included in this report. These comprise sites above or beyond 
the snowline, and those with summer-identifiable species.

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1. Britannia Beach and Furry Creek FSRs 
The first FSR investigated was the Britannia FSR, entering from the Furry Creek side. Some Himalayan 
blackberry (Rubus discolor) was observed along the road side.  An infestation of large Scotch broom (Cytisus 
scoparius) up to 2 m high was observed 800 m up the North Branch Furry which leads to the Britannia FSR.  
On the Britannia FSR at the 6+500 culvert, a well defined patch of Japanese knotweed (Fallopia japonica) 
(100*100m) was observed apparently spreading into the creek.  At the 5+800 culvert an infestation of common 
burdock (Arctium sp.) and Japanese knotweed was noted.  Most of the sites discovered along this road were 
near the old mining town site of Mount Sheer.  The infestation site was relatively contained but treatment is 
recommended to avoid further spread.  The mining site manager needs to be contacted prior to work being 
done in the area, and a key is needed to access the road.  

The Furry Creek FSR was investigated.  Some butterfly bush (Buddleia davidii) was observed all along the 
road sides going up.  The Scotch broom was also present along road sides often where they were exposed to 
the ocean.

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2.  Mamquam and Indian Arm FSR’s 
Confusingly there are two roads called Mamquam FSR; one runs from Mamquam Road  
(above Ring Creek FSR and beyond Quest University in Garibaldi Highlands and into 
Garibaldi Park); the other is from Hwy 99 at Valleycliffe around the northern toe of 
Stawamus Chief Provincial Park - and has been referred to as Stawamus FSR in 
inventories. 

The (Stawamus) Mamquam FSR was investigated. English ivy Hedera helix and yellow 
archangel Lamium galeobdolon mats were found at various pull outs on the first section 
of the FSR (closest to town) likely used as dumping sites by the public. Most of this 
section of the FSR, about 2km long, is owned by the District of Squamish (see the 
Stawamus Chief Management Plan and the online Cadastre information). The next 3km 
(approximately) along the FSR is in private ownerships, to a point about 500m past 
where the BCTC transmission corridor crosses the FSR. Beyond that the land is in 
Crown (Ministry of Forests & Range) or unknown ownerships. 

The Indian Arm FSR (a branch heading southeast off Mamquam, in Crown ownership) 
was investigated.  A well defined patch of Japanese knotweed was observed at the start 
of the road 20 meters in the woods on the right above the pumphouse.  Another single 
clump was observed 4.5 km.  These would be interesting for removal trial as they are 
currently contained. A site on the 5km mark switchback of Shannon Creek FSR that 
adjoins Indian Arm was also inventoried. The crew was limited by snow on higher 
ground.

At the first climbers’ parking lot some mullein and common burdock was observed. 
 

Swift Creek FSR 

The crew walked the Swift Creek FSR to the snow line and found no invasive alien 
species. This FSR passes through private properties, including entering and traversing 
the yard of one property with a house and wood shed. The crew suspected this probably 
stops people from passing up to the higher ground beyond, and this may account for the 
absence of invasive species along the FSR. The site appears to have been recently 
cruised for timber, there being fresh flagging tape markers along the road, and future 
logging is suspected. 

Culliton FSR 

At the start of the FSR there is a quarry area, close to HWY 99, where dumping of old 
furniture, Christmas trees, flooring, plastic pots and broken asphalt road surfaces is 
occurring. No alien species were observed in this quarry area. The crew walked the 
Cullioton FSR as far as they reasonably could. The (lower) road has a large landslide to 
its eastern end, the original roadbed beyond that point was largely overgrown and 
serves as a hiking trail to Garibaldi Park. The branch road south (upper level) peters out 
some distance beyond the point marked on current maps – this part, apparently a more 
recent logging road addition, is largely unaffected by weed growth among the crushed 
rock surface. Nevertheless it was here that a solitary Himalayan blackberry Rubus 
discolor was found. On the older, lower roadbed numerous seedling thistles Cirsium sp. 
and a few adult (now seeded and dead) thistle plants were found. A single common 
plantain Plantago major was also found.
